
















Construction Sector Transparency Initiative
UK Pilot Consultation: increasing transparency and accountability in procuring infrastructure

A three month public consultation was launched on 11 th September to inform public sector clients,
industry and public stakeholders about the Construction SectorTransparency Initiative (CoST) and seek
their views on the UK Pilot.

CoST is an international initiative designed to increase transparency and accountability in the
construction sector supported by the UK government and the World Bank that is being piloted over a two
and half year period in seven countries:Tanzania, Ethiopia, Zambia, Malawi, Philippines, the UK and
Vietnam. CoST is about applying a 'get what you paid for' policy to publicly funded projects in order to
improve the quality, cost and delivery.

The UK is taking the lead by piloting CoST on several public projects by disclosing information from a
number of projects during the pilot phase. The information will come under the scrutiny of an
independently appointed assurance group who will report regularly on the projects to the
multi-stakeholder group (MSG) which oversees and guides the pilot. The reports will then be made
available publicly.

The aim of the consultation is to improve the objectives and design of the UK CoST pilot with the results
and conclusions incorporated into the pilot and will form part of the final pilot report.

The consultation will run in parallel to the opening stages of the pilot. The results and conclusions from
the consultation will be incorporated into the pilot and will form part of the final pilot report. Responses
to the consultation will help inform the process of evidence gathering during the pilot.

This consultation is led by the UK CoST Multi-Stakeholder Group, which comprises representatives of the
Association for Consultancy and Engineering, the Civil Engineering Contractors Association, the Royal
Institution of Chartered Surveyors, Transparency International (UK), the Department for International
Development, the Department for Business, Innovation and Skills, the Office of Government
Commerce and the Civic Trust Awards. The consultation is being managed by the Institution of Civil
Engineers.
